▪ Videos can be submitted from October 12th, 2021-November 13th, 2021 

▪ Videos can be a maximum of one minute 

▪ Videos must be in their final form—Rhode Island PBS or GSSNE will not make 

any further edits to the submitted videos.  

▪ Caregivers will need to submit a video release at the time of upload for Rhode 

Island PBS to use the submitted video.
