7 a.m. Meet at Vegas PBS, 3050 E. Flamingo Rd (corner of 
Flamingo and McLeod). Enter through the main door (located near 
the flagpoles) to sign in. Boarding begins at 7:15 a.m.                                    

7:30 a.m. Deluxe motorcoach departs from Vegas PBS en route to 
Clarksdale, Arizona with a rest stop for snacks, drinks and 
restrooms after 3 hours (Arizona time change = 1 hour earlier).                                  

12:15 p.m. Arrive at Verde Canyon Railroad depot with time to visit 
the Boxcar Gift Store and John Bell Museum.
