VEHICLES 

Only Sponsors and Vendor Booth + Vehicle Partners may park a vehicle in our 
Neighborhood. Those who have a Vendor Booth may use a vehicle to load in their 
event supplies from 8:00am-9:45am.  

No vehicles may drive in the Neighborhood from 10am-2pm. Vehicles that are parked 
in the Neighborhood cannot leave until after the end of the event at 2pm.  

FOOD TRUCKS 

Food Truck vendors must provide the following in order to participate in our event:  
o City of Reno Business License number. 

o If your business does not have a City of Reno business license, the per event 
date, the temporary permit fee is $20 and will be charged to you. 

o Washoe County Health District Health Permit  
o Nevada State Business License 

You will be placed in a designated spot in the Neighborhood, at least 10 feet apart 
from other Food Trucks. Food Truck vendors must keep your business license, health 
permits and fire permits (where applicable) displayed on your window per city code.  

We ask Food Trucks arrive by 9:00am at the latest to coordinate your location.
