Avocado Fries with Cilantro Dipping Sauce  
Yield: 4-6 servings

4 avocados, pits removed and cut into slices
1/2 cup all-purpose flour

3 eggs
1-1/4 cups panko

2 teaspoons garlic powder, divided
1 teaspoon chili powder

1 teaspoon onion salt
1/3 cup mayonnaise

1/3 cup sour cream or plain Greek yogurt
1 lime, juiced

2 tablespoons cilantro, chopped

Preheat the oven to 450 degrees F and coat a baking sheet 
with cooking spray. Place the flour in a zip-top bag and add 
the avocado slices. Seal and shake to coat. In a small bowl, 

whisk together eggs and 2 tablespoons of water. In a shallow 
bowl stir together the bread crumbs, half of the garlic 

powder, chili powder, and salt.

Dip the avocado slices into the egg wash and toss them into 
the crumb mixture being sure to coat well.

Place the avocados in a single layer on the prepared baking 
sheet and spray generously with cooking spray. Bake for 

10-14 minutes until crispy and browned. Meanwhile, whisk 
together the mayonnaise, sour cream, lime juice, remaining 
garlic powder and cilantro. Serve warm with dipping sauce. 
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AGING MATTERS is a community-based 
conversation about what older adults 
in Middle Tennessee need to optimize 

their quality of life and how the community 
needs to prepare for our 
aging population. 

The series, which launched in 2013, focuses 
on issues such as caregiving, finances, 
end-of-life, dementia and Alzheimer’s 
through documentaries, panel discussions, 
short-form updates, community conversa-
tions and screenings.

This was always going 
to be a dangerous game, but Anne would have no idea 
just how deadly it would be once the King’s eye starts 
to wander.

Episode 3 – Anne and her brother George are blind-
sided by their enemies who know the King wants out 
of his union with her. They will find a way to oblige the 
King, by any means necessary. Anne’s beloved younger 
brother George is tried on charges of incest and treason 
and executed. Anne, too, is taken from the Tower of 
London and swiftly beheaded, though she was defiant 
until the end.

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For centuries, “the Grapevine” has connected Black 
Americans in formal and informal networks not just as 
a way of communicating but of building and sustaining 
communities large and small,” said Henry Louis Gates, Jr., 
the program’s host, writer, and executive producer. “From 
churches to fraternal and sororal organizations to Black 
Twitter, this is the story of the making of Black America 
and how, in the making, a people did more than survive 
the onslaught of enslavement and segregation. They 
redefined America and its cultural gifts to the world. 

The film chronicles the vast social networks and organi-
zations created by and for Black people beyond the reach 
of the “white gaze.”  The series recounts the establishment 
of the Prince Hall Masons in 1775 through the formation 
of all-Black towns and business districts, Historically Black 
Colleges and Universities, destinations for leisure and the 
social media phenomenon of Black Twitter. Gates talks 
with with noted scholars, politicians, cultural leaders and 
old friends to discuss this world behind the color line and 
what it looks like today. 

Episode One – As early as 1775, free Black people in the 
North and South built towns, established schools, and 
held conventions creating robust networks to address 
the political, economic and social needs of the entire 
Black community.

Episode Two – With the hopes of a multi-racial commu-
nity dashed, African Americans turn within, creating a 
community that not only sustains but empowers. From 
HBCUs to Black businesses to the Harlem Renaissance to 
political organizations, Black life flourished.

Episode Three – To survive a period of economic 
cataclysm and global war, African Americans relied on 
informal economies, grassroots organizations and 
cultural innovations behind the color line to sustain 
themselves and dismantle the oppressive realities of 
Jim Crow.

Episode Four – Despite the gains of legal desegregation, 
all Black political and cultural movements - from Black 
Power to Black Twitter - continued to provide a safe space 
for a community riven by class, sexuality and generational 
divisions to debate, organize and celebrate.

Inspired in part by the United States Holocaust Memorial Museum’s “Americans 
and the Holocaust” exhibition and supported by its historical resources, the 
film examines the rise of Hitler and Nazism in Germany in the context of global 
antisemitism and racism, the eugenics movement in the United States and race 
laws in the American South.

“History cannot be looked at in isolation,” said Ken Burns. “While we rightly 
celebrate American ideals of democracy and our history as a nation of immigrants, 
we must also grapple with the fact that American institutions and policies, like 
segregation and the brutal treatment of indigenous populations, were influential 
in Hitler’s Germany. And it cannot be denied that, although we accepted more 
refugees than any other sovereign nation, America could have done so much more 
to help the millions of desperate people fleeing Nazi persecution.”
